This was possible due to the discovery of a fascinating phenomenon: the climates of many different ecological zones were present at a single site. In the thirty or so meters of altitude between the bottom and top levels of Moray's main depression, one scientist, John Earls, has recorded a full 15 degrees Celsius difference in temperature. That is equal to the difference between the mean annual temperatures of London and Bombay. Conceivably it was Moray itself that played the key role in the original transformation of maize into a high-altitude crop. 

After our visit of Moray we will continue our ride to Maras Town (3400 mts) for approximately one hour. Maras is a typical Andean village that boasts a beautiful 400 year colonial old church; we will enjoy our picnic lunch in Maras.

After our lunch we will continue hour ride to Maras Salt mines (3000 mts) for aprox 1 hour to once we arrive to this place, we will be impressed by the sight of the snow-capped mountains of Chicon, Veronica, Salcantay. The Maras "salt works" to which some people call "salt mines" are constituted by about 3000 small pools with an average area of 5 m² (53.8 ft²), constructed in a slope of the "Qaqawiñay" mountain. People fill up or "irrigate" the pools during the dry season every 3 days, with salty water emanating from a natural spring located on the top of the complex, so that when water evaporates the salt contained in it will slowly solidify. That process will be carried out approximately during one month until a considerable volume of solid salt is obtained.

After crossing a small pass we can see some steep steps and under these the Ceremonial Center of Phuyupatamarca ruins. Going down the trail we can see the Urubamba valley and the river of the same name. The path goes down to Wiñay Wayna ruins, the most important after Machu Picchu and the last site for our camp. (B, L, D).

DAY 7 WIÑAYWAYNA - MACCHU PICCHU

Very early in the morning we will leave our camp towards Inti Punku the last pass. From this site Machu Picchu looks unreal and beautiful. After an overlooking of the city we go down to the bus station. Overnight in hotel. (B, L).

ITINERARY 

DAY01: AREQUIPA THE WHITE CITY. SOUTH PERU
Our trip begins in the city of Arequipa, second largest city in Peru and principal urban center of the southwestern region of the country, situated about 750 kilometers (approx. 500 miles) as the bird flies –a one hour plane flight- from Lima.  In the afternoon, we tour the almost 500 year old city –recently proclaimed a World Cultural Heritage Site by UNESCO. Among the outstanding sites are the famous Convent of Santa Catalina, as well as the Museum where we can observe the mummified corpse of the young Inka woman (known in present times as "Juanita") which was found some years ago atop the snowcapped peak of Ampato, in the vicinity of the Colca Canyon.

DAY02: AREQUIPA. OVERLAND TO COTAHUASI 
Today we head out from the city, bound for the town of Cotahuasi. This involves a lengthy ride in 4-wheel drive all terrain vehicles through the Andes. Along the way we will surmount a mountain pass at an altitude of 4000 meters (approx. 13,400 feet) above sea level; come in close vicinity of the impressive snow capped peak of Coropuna (second highest mountain in Peru and among the 10 highest in the Western Hemisphere) and go through several ancient towns and villages where time seemingly came to a standstill centuries ago. After 10 hours of driving we reach Cotahuasi and lodge overnight in a local Hostal.
(Breakfats and Lunch)
DAY03: COTAHUASI TOWN AND LUICHO HOT SRINGS 
In the morning we undertake a hike above the Amaña Canyon, crossing the ancient bridge of Chuquito, dating to pre-Inka times. During the afternoon, we visit the town of Cotahuasi. This is also a centuries-old urban site. The surrounding area constitutes an ideal refuge and habitat for endangered and protected species of Andean fauna such as Condors and Vicuñas. Due to its cultural and archaeological features, it was proclaimed a National Tourist Reserve Zone (Zona de Reserva Turística Nacional) in 1988. (Full meals)
DAY 04: TREK TO APPROACH THE RIVER AT VELINGA PUT- IN POINT 
We drive to the road-head (thus sparing ourselves a two-hour hike). Upon reaching the bridge of Sipia we are met by the "burros" –the pack donkeys- and their wranglers, who will henceforth bear and transport our gear and raft to the river put-in.  Following a seven-hour trek –in the course of which we shall have passed by the  cascade of Sipia, a waterfall with a vertical drop of 150 meters (approx. 495 feet), as well as through a grove of giant cacti- we eventually reach the village of Velinga and  our first riverside campsite . (Full meals)
DAY05: RIVER 1. PUT- IN AND RAFT THE COTAHUASI 
Come morning, we ready all our gear and other logistical infrastructure pump up the boats, enjoy lunch and put into the river. In the following couple of hours we paddle downriver through 4 kilometers (approx. 2.7 miles) of Class III and IV rapids and reach our second campsite. (Full meals)
Day06-09: RIVER 2.  RIVER RAFTING 
After a good healthy breakfats we began our rafting journey. We will be running many Class IV and some class V rapids for the next 5 days. Between the rapids we will have many opportunities to hike and explore the numerous amazing pre-inca and Inca ruins that we are going to encounter on our descent towards to the Pacific ocean. The canyon also supports an abundant population of birds, eagles and many condors. Each night your guides will prepare a healthy meal and we will camp under southern star sky.

Our trip begins in the city of Arequipa, located in the southwestern region of Peru and oneuyh hour flight trip from Lima. In the afternoon, we tour the old city –recently proclaimed a World Cultural Heritage Site by UNESCO. Among the outstanding sites are the famous Convent of Santa Catalina, as well as the Museum where we can observe the mummified corpse of the young Inka woman (known in present times as "Juanita") which was found some years ago atop the snowcapped peak of Ampato, in the vicinity of the Colca Canyon

DAY 02: AREQUIPA TO COLCA VALLEY - CHIVAY 
Morning departure from the city of Arequipa, heading northwest in the direction of the Colca Valleyl, which lies at an elevation of 3500 meters (approximately 14, 485 feet) above sea level. We shall pass through the National Reserve of Salinas and Aguada Blanca, subsequently ascending to the highland plateaus of Pampas Cañahuas and Tocra were we will be able to observe herds of Vicuña, Llama and Alpacas, as well as the formations of rock outcroppings –or "forests"- of Pueruña and Sumbay, the latter bearing cave paintings. Sometime around this point we will savor our box lunch and soon continue on our way, all amidst the immediate and impressive vicinity of the high snowcapped peaks of Ampato (elevation 6,320 meters – 20,730 feet above sea level) and Sabancaya (5,976 meters – 19, 720 feet above sea level) looming above us. After passing yet another remarkable geological formation known as the "Castillo (castle) of Callalli, we eventually reach the town of Chivay, renowned for its medicinal mineral hot springs –the beneficial qualities of which we shall delightfully partake of. Overnight lodging in local hotel in the town of Chivay.
(B+L+D)
DAY 03: CHIVAY TO CONDOR SIGHTSEEN AND HUAMBO
In the morning we will cruise along the south rim of the Colca Canyon, corresponding to the left bank of the river below, amid large concentrations of terraces constructed on the steep cliffsides by the ancient inhabitants of the valley. We shall visit some of the several 17th century villages extant in the area -famed for their remarkable colonial baroque churches- and likewise take in the well known Cruz del Condor, a celebrated natural scenic overlook located 1200 meters (almost 4,000 feet) above the river. This spectacular site commands a privileged viewpoint from where to observe the magnificent and impressive deepness of the canyon as well as watch very closely the flight and imposing presence of the numerous condors that abound in that particular sector. In the afternoon, we arrive at the town of Huambo (elevation 3300 meters – 10,850 feet, above sea level). Here we shall lodge overnight in a local hostel. 
(B+L+D)
DAY 04: TREK HUAMBO TO CANCO 
We awaken to the whistling of Juan, the wrangler in charge of the burros that will carry our baggage to the river put-in. We hike for 3 hours through farmland and fields of crops, meeting the local folk –curious and jovial at the sight of our presence- exchanging mutual greetings and salutations, eventually reaching the bridge of Huambo, where we stop for lunch. Afterward, we set off once more for 3 more hours, following a narrow winding path leading to the Hacienda Canco. In this location we camp –already on the banks of the Colca river- with tired limbs, soon to be comforted and content by the caress of the thermal waters.
(B+L+D)

DAY 05: COLCA RIVER. CANCO TO CAMP AT "LA PARED" (The Wall)
In the early hours of the morning –while the guides are readying the equipment- we set off upstream along a stretch of approximately 1 kilometer (a bit over a half-mile) to visit the waterfall named in honor of Pope John Paul II. Upon returning to camp –and following a briefing of technical and safety orientation- we put into the river. In the course of this first day we will paddle down a stretch of 4 kilometers (under 3 miles) of Class II and III rapids till reaching the confluence of the Colca with the Mamacocha river. From this point henceforth begins the actual Canyon of the Colca River, since the volume of the river flow becomes virtually doubled. After lunch we paddle for another 20 minutes, reaching the campsite of "La Pared" (the Wall), bearing in mind that the following will be an important day.
(B+L+D)
DAY 06: COLCA RIVER. CAMP AT "LA PARED" TO "QUEBRADA JAZMÍN" (JASMINE GULLY) 
After enjoying breakfast on the banks of the inner gorge of one of the deepest river canyons in the world, we put into the river and enter upon the section known as the canyon of "La Merced", containing four Class IV+ rapids which –depending on the volume and level of water present- will either be run or portaged around. We carry on, paddling down an entertaining and enjoyable Class III stretch, until reaching the "Canoandes" rapid. At this point we beach our boats and devote ourselves to lunch. We also take some time off to walk along and scout the rapid in order to discuss it and plan out our run in ideal manner. In the aftermath of it, we paddle for another 30 minutes and reach our next camp in the Quebrada (gully, valley) "Jazmín". From this base we shall set forth on a walk of approximately 40 minutes through the surrounding area during which we will have the opportunity to better observe the diverse rock formations (or rather, deformations) present on the walls of the canyon.
(B+L+D)
DAY 07: COLCA RIVER. QUEBRADA JAZMÍN to "MOSQUITO" CAMP
This is indeed –and undoubtedly- a most special day. Come morning we set off on a west-by-southwest bound course, noticing how the canyon walls gradually come closer together and impart upon the surroundings an appearance of "lunarscape" (though one could refer to it in punning manner as a "lunaticscape") or "moonscape", if you will. After a half hour of paddling down various Class II and III rapids we arrive at the "Ducha del Cóndor (the "Shower of the Condor"), a waterfall dropping hundreds of meters into open -and seemingly endless- space. It so happens that, with the help and connivance of the wind, the water is atomized into a fine spray in the course of its fall, thus becoming a perfect "birdbath" (or "birdshower") for the gigantic winged creatures. After watching some Condors taking a shower, we move on, paddling down Class III and IV rapids until reaching the entrance way to the "Cañón de Chocolate" (the "Chocolate Canyon"), thus named due to the coloring and hues of the canyon walls in this particular segment. We have lunch here and afterwards run through the stretch in mention, to eventually reach the beach site known as "Mosquito". This is not only our campsite for the night but also the trailhead of one of the most incredible hikes within the Colca Canyon.
(B+L+D)

DAY 08: COLCA RIVER. "MOSQUITO" CAMP TO "ESPERANZA" BEACH 
This a strong and demanding day. We paddle for about 15 minutes as a way to warm up and unlimber ourselves, while reaching a section of Class IV and V rapids. Later in the afternoon, awaiting us, lies the imposing portage through the Canyon of Reparaz (a section of Class VI rapids that we will not run), after which we again board our rafts and paddle for a further few minutes until beaching at Playa Esperanza. Here we enjoy a well-earned rest and delight our palates, as in every other evening of the journey, with the exquisite and delicious dinner that our guides have prepared.
(B+L+D)
DAY 09: "ESPERANZA" BEACH to TAKE-OUT
We take down –and take off from- camp. After a half hour of boating we reach Cañon Verde ("Green Canyon"), also known as Cañon de los Polacos ("Polish Canyon", in reference to the pioneering expedition of 1979). A section of this canyon will be portaged by clients and guides in well coordinated teamwork, after which we shall again take to the rier and boat down a few kilometers of Class II and III water and come to the confluence of the Colca with the Andamayo River. This point is our final take-out and termination of our rafting trip. Here lies parked and whiling away the time our transport vehicle, laden with cold beers in order that we may properly celebrate the Running of the Colca River Canyon, and to take us to the home of Mauro who awaits us with a scrumptious and lip smacking lunch of fresh water shrimp and crawfish. After this final act of self indulgence, we drive for three hours to the city of Arequipa.

The Inca Trail well traced borders continuously the hills full of moss 
and fern. After crossing a small pass we can see some steep steps and under these the Ceremonial Center of Phuyupatamarca ruins. (3650 m – 12045 ft aprox)  Going down the trail we can see the Urubamba valley and the river of the same name. The path goes down to Wiñay Wayna ruins(2650 m – 8745 ft aprox),, the most important after Machu Picchu and the last site for our camp. (B, L, D). (7 hours hiking)

Leaving Cusco due north on the main highway towards Lima, we leave the city behind, cross into Antapampa with views of Mt. Salkantay and Humantay at first and as we leave this high meadow area, the Pitusiray, Chicon and Veronica come into view. Once we begin to descend into Limatambo we’ll visit the Inca site of Tarawasi located in the outskirts. The road continues until we reach the Apurimac River, an impressive gorge, which is crossed. Past the village of Curawasi and onto the Sayhuite- stone – a carved map of the Inca empire it is said. A small side road over a ridge brings us down to the village of Cachora, where we start today’s hike. Taking our day packs we start walking along the edge of the mountain Capuliyoc we get our first view of the Apurimac canyon and the trail that lies ahead. We begin our descent and camp near the river at 2,450m at a small campsite next to the river (Distance: 8 km, Time: 4-5 hrs hiking) 

Day 2 APURIMAC RIVER / CHOQUEQUIRAO

The crossing of the river on a footbridge marks the start of the day. From here an uphill walk of half the day brings us to Marampampa – a small meadow where we have lunch. As we ascend on the steep trail we begin to appreciate the canyon land vegetation and environment on both sides of the Apurimac canyon. The afternoon hike is not as steep trial as we approach the hanging valley where the site of Choquequirao is found. We camp near the site at an available flat part. Ready for next day to explore the isolated Inca sites and the 
surrounding 
cloud 
forest.  (Distance: 7 kms, Time: 7-8 hrs.)

Day 3 CHOQUEQUIRAO / MARAMPAMPA

We spend all morning visiting the central complex, situated on a ridge overlooking the Canyon and some of the outlying buildings working our way through the terracing. We have our lunch and in the afternoon we descend to Marampampa where we camp. (Distance: 2.5kms from the campsite round trip, Time: 2hrs round trip from the campsite.)

Day 4 MARAMPAMPA / COCAMASANA

From Soraypampa we start our 4 hours trek towards Soyrococha at 4400m/14432 where we will have our first lunch while enjoying great views of the impressive west face of Mount Salcantay (6264m/20546ft).  After lunch a 3 hours hike will take us down to our camp at Huayracmachay. On the way on we first reach the Salcantay pass at 4750m/15580ft and then we trek down to our camp at Huayracmachay settlement. During our hike we will have the permanent view of the amazing Mount Salcantay. With luck we can also observe the flight of the amazing Condor bird known as the “King of the Andes”. During our descend from Salcantay pass we will also have the opportunity to observe the remains of an ancient Inca Trail, a road of approximately 6 meters wide. Camp at 3800m/12464ft. (BL,D).

Day 3: HUAYRACMACHAY CAMP – WINAYPOKO CAMP.

After a hearty breakfast, at 08:00 a.m. we will be ready to continue our 7 hours trek heading northeast down to the Colpapampa´s Valley (3200m/10496ft).  Leaving the Huaracmachay plain very soon we will start an impressive descend into the deep canyon of the Salcantay river. The highland landscape suddenly turns into an amazing cloud forest with the typical grass, bushes and trees covered with beautiful bromelias. After 3 hours we will reach the small settlement of Challway and from here another 40 minutes-1 hour hike will take us to Colpapampa village where we will enjoy a hot lunch. From Colpapampa the Salcantay River turns into the Santa Teresa River. After a rest we will continue our descend to the shores of the Totora River where we can enjoy a soak in the nearby hot water springs. Then following along the north side of the Santa Teresa River we will continue (3 hours) until we reach our next camp at Winaypoko settlement (2800m/5904ft).  Just 30 minutes before Winaypoko we will have the opportunity to observe the beautiful Coripacchi waterfalls. 

In the evening at our camp we will enjoy a good meal with some wine around a camp fire.  (B,BL,D).

Day 4: WINAYPOKO - LA PLAYA (COCHAPAMPA) VILLAGE - HIDROELECTRICA – AGUAS CALIENTES
In our last trekking day at we will hike for 3 hours down to the place known as La Playa. This trek takes us along the north side of Santa Teresa River. On the way down we will observe plantations of banana, coffee, granadillas (a typical fruit from the area), avocado trees, etc. The sound of flock of parrots will accompany us during the hike and on the river perhaps we can observe the fast fly of king fishers. After our arrival at La Playa, we cross the river to finally reach Cochapampa village from where a truck will transport us to the town of Santa Teresa.  The truck ride is really very impressive. Finally we reach the low plains of Santa Teresa Village (1500m/4920ft) where some porters will help us to carry our bags to the place known as La Oroya, from where using a cable basket we will cross the turbulent Urubamba River . Once passed "La Oroya", we will board another local truck transport service (30 minutes) which will take us towards the place known La Hidroelectrica (operation area of the hydroelectric power plant).  Here we will board the local train to the town of Aguas Calientes where we will arrive after a 1 hour train ride. Then our guide will take you to your hotel for a well deserved rest. (B, L).
Day 5: AGUAS CALIENTES – MACHU PICCHU – CUSCO

Day 01: TRANSFER IN LIMA

Welcome at Lima’s airport and transfer to your hotel.  Free morning to relax and acclimatize. After having lunch in your hotel, you will meet your guide and trained assistant. Orientation meeting at the hotel. 

Day 02:  LIMA CITY TOUR 

We’ll visit Lima’s historic area, including Paseo de la República, Plaza San Martín, the main square and surrounding monuments such as the Presidential Palace, the Cathedral, the Archbishop’s Palace, the convent of San Francisco and the Moorish-style houses and balconies along Lima’s old streets. The visit ends in the Gold Museum, located on the other side of the City.  Return to hotel.


Day 03:  TRANSFER IN CUSCO / PM CITY TOUR 

Transfer to the airport in Lima for our one-hour flight to Cusco.  Arrival at the Velazco Astete airport, and transfer to our hotel.  After having lunch and resting for a while, you will meet your guide and assistant for a guided city tour. This tour includes a visit to the Cathedral, over 450 years old, the Temple of the Sun, the Koricancha and the magnificent ruins of Sacsaywaman and Tambomachay. (B and D).


Day 04:  SACRED VALLEY

Following a delicious breakfast in your hotel, you will meet your guide and the assistant who will take you on a tour of The Sacred Valley of the Incas. This tour includes the fantastic Inca complex of Pisac, a look around the local market, a delicious buffet lunch and a tour of the village and fortress of Ollantaytambo.  Overnight in Sacred Valley. (B and L). 

Day 05: MACHUPICCHU FULL DAY

For most of you this is the main reason you came to Peru: to fulfill that childhood dream of visiting the citadel of Machu Picchu.  Today, we will take the Vistadome train, which allows spectacular views on the way to Machu Picchu: one of the greatest archaeological wonders on the planet.  Once you arrive at the citadel, you will have a tour following a specially designed circuit, while you receive valuable information on the history of Machu Picchu given by our trained assistants.  Return to Ollantaytambo and free evening.  Overnight in the Sacred Valley (B, L and D).

Day 06:  VISIT TO SEMINARIO WORKSHOP / MARAS SALTPANDS

After breakfast we will visit the Seminario workshop, where we will learn more about techniques and designs from ancient Peruvian cultures.  Pablo Seminario presents a new art expression, providing continuity to these cultural inheritances.  After this, we will visit the salt mines that are just below the village of Maras. These mines are still fully operational and you can see the campesinos working on them. Return to Cusco in the evening. (B and picnic L).

Day 07:  F/D OPTIONAL ACTIVITY

A free day to explore Cusco and its whereabouts. Take some time to relax, go shopping or sightseeing in this beautiful town. (B).

Day 08:  CUSCO – PUNO 

After breakfast, we will take a private bus to Puno. This is one of the most scenic routes in South America:  the route crosses Andean towns to finally reach the "Altiplano" (highland savannah) known as Puna.  Arrival to Puno and transfer to hotel.  (B and L)
(Breakfast, Lunch).

Day 09: PUNO – UROS - AMANTANI ISLANDS - PUNO

We will pick you up from your hotel in Puno in the morning, to then take a two-hour motor excursion on the waters of Lake Titicaca, heading towards the unique Floating "Islands" of the Uros. The ancient inhabitants of the lake, known as the Water Tribe, have built their own "islands" by periodically adding new layers of a type of reed unique to the area called "Totora". Their homes and boats are also made from this material. 

After having experienced some of the ancient traditions of the local people, we will continue our motor boat trip to Amantani Island.  This Island is inhabited by Quechua-speaking natives still governed by their ancient traditions, whose main occupation is the production of ceramics and textiles. The positive energy of this Island is so powerful that it is known as the "Love Island".   Return to Puno. Overnight in Puno (B and L).

Day 10:  PUNO - CHUCUITO – SILLUSTANI 

Today, we will pick you up from your hotel, and drive for 30 minutes until we reach Chucuito, known as the Real Boxes city for it was part of the Spaniard virreynato.  Here we will appreciate the Uyo Inca’s archaeological center or fertility temple, the rustic style of Santo Domingo Church, the mixed style of Nuestra Señora de la Asuncion Church and the solar clock, made of Huamanga stone in 1832, located on the Main Square. We will have lunch in route, to then visit the Sillustani Chullpas (pre-Colombian funeral towers). The scenery is desert but impressive, in a beautiful setting on a peninsula on Ayumara lake about 32 Km. from Puno. Most of the towers date from the period of Inca occupation in the 15th century; the engineering involved in their construction is more complex than anything the Incas built. (B and L).  Return to Puno.
Day 11:  PUNO - LIMA
Transfer to the airport of Juliaca for the flight back to Lima.
